Types of accommodation and expected expenses 
 
Kensington is situated within Central London and can be one of the most expensive 
areas of the city in which to live. Generally, to reduce the cost of rent, many people 
choose to live further away and commute in. Living outside of Central London will 
usually mean a 30 to 60 minute bus or tube journey to the Kensington Campus.  The 
prices listed below refer to accommodation inside and outside of Central London: 
 
Bed-sits  
These are rooms with shared bath and kitchen facilities usually in a private home. Priced 
from £100 to £150 per week. 
 
Studio apartments  
Usually one room with bedroom, lounge and kitchen, with separate bathroom. Priced 
from £150 to £300 per week. 
 
Flats  
Prices vary widely depending on the area, number of rooms, quality of rooms, view etc. 
Expect to pay anything upwards of £200 per week for the flat. 
 
Hostels  
Rooms with shared kitchen, bath and limited house-keeping services. From £100 to 
£175 per week.
