Taxi / Cabs – a quick option that many students pick 
 
Black cabs are available from Heathrow airport only*. It is a quick and easy 
away to make your way to campus by black cab. At Heathrow, you’ll see signs 
directing you to taxi points after you claim your bags and exit customs.  More 
information about cabs and prices are available at:

The Tube (Available from Heathrow Airport only)

From Heathrow, take the Piccadilly Line to (the dark blue line) to 
Hammersmith (about a 40 minute journey). At Hammersmith, change to the 
District Line (the green line) going towards Richmond (Richmond is the last 
stop).  The journey from Hammersmith to Richmond is about 15 minutes.

Once you arrive to central London on an Express train you’ll need to transfer to the Tube

By Bus 
Bus 490 from Heathrow Terminal 5 to Richmond Station (about 52 minutes) 
Bus 371 from Richmond Station to the University (about 8 minutes) 
(You get off the bus at the ‘American University’ bus stop)

*Please Note: Cost of transport is incurred by the student. On average 
black cabs from Heathrow cost £25 to £30.
